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An analysis on the graphic systems of transcription of the movement which allow to realize partitions (scores) for the dance. The speakers will explain how are made these descriptive agencies which deserve to be though tbeyond the debates usually aroused by these transcriptions. The movement to interpret, heart of the work, belongs as much to the one who dances as to the one who sees the dance.
